The 
proposed new development will increase the number of housing units in the Village of Belleville by at 
least 203 units expected over the next five years.  

 
 

2.0 INTERGOVERNMENTAL COOPERATION 
2.1 Notification of Adjacent Local Governmental Units 

There is one adjacent unit of government adjacent to the subject area: Town of Exeter  

There have been informal communications with the Town of Exeter. The Village Board has notified the 
Town of Exeter requesting formal comments on the proposed amendment. Copies of the transmittal 
letters are attached as Appendix B. 

 
2.2 Adjacent Local Governmental Unit(s) Objections or Support of the Proposal 

As noted in Section 2.1, a copy of the proposed amendment application has been sent to the adjacent 
town for their comments following Village Board approval of the application. Comments have been 
forwarded to CARPC staff for review.  At present we are aware of no objections to the proposed 
amendment. 

 
3.0 LAND USE 
3.1 Map of the Proposed USAA Boundary and Existing Rights of Way (ROW) 

The proposed amendment area includes 58.2 acres of existing private parcels added to the Urban Service Area. 
The project area also includes 7.8 acres of land already within the Urban Service Area boundary. See Map 3.1 

 

3.2 Tables of Land Use Acreage and Number of Housing Units 

The concept plans for the proposed amendment areas are shown in Map 4.2. It is possible that some 
details of the plans (such as precise road alignments, lot configurations, and precise sizes and locations 
of stormwater management features) will change as the proposals go through the plat approval process. 
However, the mix of land uses and the general layouts are not anticipated to change substantially.

3.4 Quantity and Type of Housing Units 

A total of 203 new housing units are proposed in the amendment area, including single-family. See Table 3.2.   
 

4.0 NATURAL RESOURCES 
 

4.1 Natural Resource Areas 

The proposed amendment area includes none of the following resources, and no map is provided: water 
bodies, floodplains, areas of unique vegetation or geology, highly erodible soils, drainageways or groundwater 
recharge areas.  

Wetlands  
The amendment area has one wet spot identified in the USDA Surface Water Data Viewer. A wetland 
delineation in completed in July 2025 identified one wetland areas, totaling approximately 3.7+/- acres see 
Appendix C and  Map 4.1A.  
 
The delineated wetland is a depressional meadow located in the northwest portion of the site, characterized 
by concave topography and dominated by Reed Canary Grass (Phalaris arundinacea), a facultative wetland 
species. Soil profiles confirm the presence of hydric Thackery Silt Loam with indicators of saturation and 
wetland hydrology, despite recent drought conditions. The area meets all criteria for classification as a 
wetland under U.S. Army Corps of Engineers guidelines, including hydrophytic vegetation, hydric soils, and 
wetland hydrology. 
 
Additional wetland areas are anticipated to be located immediately south and west of the development area

4.2 Public Outlots for Parks and Stormwater Management Facilities 

There are 6 outlots proposed in the development, addressing the need for stormwater management 
and park space tied to new residential uses.  Map 4.2 shows these outlots and the stormwater 
ponds within them, including 6.7+/- acres of stormwater management space on Outlots 4 and 6 as 
well as 4.9 acres of parkland on Outlot 5. An additional 3.7+/- acres in Outlot 1 will be dedicated as a 
nature preserve and wetland buffer zone.  

 
4.3 Existing Environmental Corridors  

There are currently no existing environmental corridors located on the subject property. 
4.4 Proposed Environmental Corridors  

The proposed Environmental Corridors are shown on Map 4.4.  Included are all of the outlots to be used for 
stormwater management and public park and wetland buffer needs. A small portion of the environmental 
corridor area is located on private property south of Outlot 1 (approximately 2,103 sq ft or 0.05 acres) and will 
be recorded as an easement for the four impacted lots. Another section of environmental corridor area due 
east of Outlot 1 (approximately 1,607 sq ft or 0.4 acres) will be located within a road right-of-way. However, 
this area area will be left as openspace without roadway or sidewalk improvements  

 
4.5 Minimum Environmental Corridors Criteria Requirements 

The proposed Environmental Corridors meet the minimum requirements as prescribed by CARPC’s 
USA, LSA, and Environmental Corridor Policies and Criteria (2008). The minimum environmental 
corridor criteria requirements refer to major areas unsuitable for the installation of waste treatment 
systems because of physical or environmental constraints, and should be excluded from the service 
area. This includes wetlands and wetland buffers, floodplains, waterways, and steep slopes. 

 
5.0 UTILITIES & STORMWATER MANAGEMENT 
5.1 Proposed Sanitary Sewer Extension for the USAA 

The land within the proposed urban service area amendment (USAA) will be served from an existing 8-
inch sewer main located at the current westerly extents of Green View Drive.  All sanitary sewer service 
lines within the proposed USAA will be 8-inch gravity lines and will service the lots within the 
subdivision.  The developer will be responsible for installation of all sewer facilities to the Village and 
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WDNR standards based on the final plat approval and development agreement.  
 
5.2 Estimate of the Average Daily and Peak Wastewater Flow for the USAA 

Additional flow from the USAA was estimated using a flow rate of 100 gallons per person per day for 
residential use, 203 units, and 2.3 people per unit. A peaking factor of 4.0 for residential development 
results in an estimated peak flow of 130 GPM from the USAA.  NR 110.13 and U.S. Census data were 
used to estimate per-capita wastewater flow and housing density.

5.3 Current Average Daily Flow for the Interceptor Sewer and the Wastewater Facility  

All areas of the proposed USAA flow to an existing 8-inch sanitary sewer on Green View Drive and 
ultimately will connect to the Green View Lift Station as an 8-inch sanitary sewer located along Sugar 
Avenue south of the intersection of Blaser Drive. The lift station force main discharges into an 8-inch 
gravity sewer along East Avenue that flows north to the wastewater treatment facility.   

The existing Green View Drive sanitary sewer serves 133 housing units. Assuming a per-capita 
wastewater flow of 100 gallons per day and a housing density of 2.3 people per unit, the current 
average flow in this sewer is 21 GPM. Using a peaking factor of 4, the current peak flow in the Green 
View Drive sanitary sewer is 85 GPM. The capacity of this sewer is 296 GPM. 

The 8-inch East Avenue sanitary sewer serves approximately 164 housing units, including those 
connected to the Green View Lift Station. The service area upstream of the lift station was estimated 
based on assumed location of laterals. Using a per-capita wastewater flow of 100 gallons per day and a 
housing density of 2.3 people per unit, the current average flow in this sewer is 26 GPM. Assuming a 
peaking factor of 4, the current peak flow in the East Avenue sanitary sewer is 105 GPM. The capacity of 
this sewer is 296 GPM. 

The Village of Belleville wastewater treatment facility has a design average flow capacity of 0.346 MGD. 
The current average daily flow is approximately 0.251 MGD, per the 2024 CMAR.  

 
5.4 Interceptor Sewer and Wastewater Treatment Facility Capacity to Serve the USAA  

Full development of the USAA is expected to generate an additional peak wastewater flow rate of 130 
GPM in the existing sewers (see Table 5.2). After full development of the USAA is complete, the Green 
View Drive sanitary sewer and East Avenue sanitary sewer will have peak flows of approximately 215 
GPM and 234 GPM, respectively. Both sanitary sewers have capacities of 296 GPM. Therefore, the 
gravity sewer upstream and downstream of the lift station has sufficient capacity to support increased 
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flow from the development. However, if additional development is proposed beyond the current scope, 
the capacity of the gravity sewers should be re-evaluated.  

After the new development, the total peak flow to the lift station is estimated to increase to 215 GPM. 
The current lift station design capacity is 200 GPM, and the ultimate design capacity is 350 GPM with an 
impeller upgrade. Therefore, the current 9.375” impellers must be upgraded to 10.9375” impellers to 
support additional flows from the new development within this propose amendment area. 

Additional flow from the new development will increase the wastewater treatment facility average 
daily flow to approximately 0.298 MGD, which remains below the design average flow capacity of 0.346 
MGD.  
 
5.5 Proposed Public Water Supply/Distribution System Extension for the Proposed USAA 

The amendment area will be served by connecting the area currently in two locations to an existing 8-
inch watermain.  One connection will be at the existing westerly end of Green View Drive and a second 
connection will be through a currently unnamed street (being platted as Clive Street) to an existing 8-
inch watermain on S. Park Street.  Watermains within the development are looped within themselves 
with dead ends at cul-de-sacs and future streets that may be extended.  All mains within the 
Development are intended to be 8-inch watermain.  The developer will be responsible for installation of 
all watermain facilities to the Village and WDNR standards within the plat based on the final plat 
approval and development agreement.   

 
5.6 Estimate of the Average Daily and Peak Hourly Water Demand for the USAA 

The estimated flow rate is based on a typical expected residential flow rate of 100 gpd per NR 110.13. 
Household size was determined based on the Census average for 2020. Using these figures, the 203 
new residential units will require average daily water of 46,690 gpd and a peak of 7,783 gallons per 
hour (peaking factor of 4).

5.7 Current Average Daily and Peak Hourly Water Demand 

Based upon the 2025 Water System Study completed by MSA in July 2025, the average water consumption per 
person was 67 gpd (report forthcoming). The report was based on 5-year average water use for the entire 
community available from the Wisconsin Public Service Commission. As of 2023, the existing 5-year average 
water use was approximately 165,000 gallons per day (gpd), or approximately 115 gallons per minute (gpm), 
with an average maximum day usage of 400,000 gpd or 278 gpm (Village of Belleville data). The water model-
predicted available fire flow at the 8-inch connection point at the westerly extension of Green View Drive is 
approximately 3,232.5 gpm at a 20 psi residual pressure and at the intersection of Clive Street and S. Park 
Street is approximately 3,205.7 gpm at a 20 psi residual pressure, which can be considered adequate to support 

I I 
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this type of development. The water model was operated under firm well conditions (Well #1 and Well #2 
operating, Well #3 offline) and all elevated storage water levels set to 10 feet below overflow elevation. 

5.8 Current Capacity of the Water System 

The Village of Belleville has one standpipe, located south of Church Street at the westerly extents of the Village 
by the High School.  The standpipe has a capacity of 300,000 gallons and an overflow elevation of 1,043 feet 
above mean sea level. Assuming the low operating water level in the standpipe is 1,025 feet above mean sea 
level, pressures in the proposed development would range from 79 to 90 psi. This is based on ground level 
elevations in the proposed development that range from 860 to 872 feet.  

The Village of Belleville is supplied by three groundwater wells, Nos. 1, 2, and 3. The three Village wells pump 
water into the distribution system. The reported capacities of the three wells are listed below in gpm and MGD.

5.9 Proposed Stormwater Management Standards and Best Management Practices 

The stormwater management system is intended to control post-development peak runoff rates to 
levels no higher than existing conditions for events ranging from the 1-yr through the 200-yr 
event.  Post-development runoff volumes will also be controlled to levels no higher than existing for 
events ranging from the 1-yr through the 200-yr event.  In addition to these event-based runoff control 
measures, the post-development site will also achieve 90% of pre-development stay-on (infiltration) on 
an annual average basis per current Dane County requirements.  These requirements will need to be 
met regardless of on-site development density and potential changes in drainage patterns within the 
site. As they are developed, plans for each phase will be required to conform with wetland water 
quality standards pursuant to NR 103. 

The preliminary stormwater management plan for the amendment area consists of two (2) principal 
stormwater management systems, one each serving the north and south sides of the development site.  
As illustrated in Map 4.2, the basins are located in Outlot 4 (northeast end, drains to the east), Outlot 6 
(southeast, drains southeast). Wetlands located on Outlot 1 drain to the southeast. The system will be 
served by a combination of wet and dry ponds to control water quality and discharge rate control and a 
downstream infiltration basin to meet the 90% predevelopment stay-on requirement, as well as some 
additional peak discharge rate control.  
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Performance Standards 

Applicable stormwater management performance measures for this site will meet or exceed standards 
required by the State of Wisconsin (NR 151), Dane County (Chapter 14), and Village of Belleville Erosion 
Control and Stormwater Management (Chapter 450), which are summarized below.   

The performance standards summarized in the first paragraph of this section meet all current effective 
state, county, and local standard for stormwater management in terms of water quality treatment, 
peak discharge rate control, and infiltration (volume control).   

All runoff calculations shall be according to the methodology described in the Natural Resources 
Conservation Service's Technical Release 55, Urban Hydrology for Small Watersheds (commonly known 
as "TR-55") or other methodology approved by the Dane County Conservationist. Current published 
standards per applicable regulations are itemized below. 

1. Water Quality: 
Require Post-Construction sediment control sufficient to reduce total suspended solids leaving 
the site by at least 80%. Stormwater is required to be pretreated before entering wetlands 
pursuant to NR 141.125(4)(C). Each phase of the development will contain sufficient 
protections in compliance with these standards.  

2. Peak Discharge Rate Control:   
Pursuant to Chapter 14 of Dane County Ordinances, the development shall maintain 
predevelopment peak runoff rates for the 1-, 2-, 10-, 100-, and 200-year, 24-hour storm 
events, utilizing MSE4 NRCS rainfall intensity distribution, as itemized below: 

o 1-yr, 24-hr event (2.49 inches). 
o 2-yr, 24-hr event (2.84 inches). 
o 10-yr, 24-hr event (4.09 inches). 
o 100-yr, 24-hr event (6.66  inches). 
o 200-yr, 24-hr event (7.53 inches). 

3. Water Volume Control:   
Require Post-Construction volume control not to exceed existing runoff for 1 through 200-year  
storm events.  

4. Thermal Control: 
The amendment area will be subject to no increase in temperature in post-construction runoff 
to protect cold-water stream communities. 

5. Infiltration: 
Requirement for any development type is to infiltrate sufficient runoff volume so that post-
development infiltration volume shall be at least 90% of the pre-development infiltration 
volume based on average annual rainfall. 

6. Oil and Grease Control:  
There are no commercial or industrial lots planned for the development, thus these controls 
will not be required.

GEOTHINK, LLC (GEOTHINK) conducted a wetland delineation and floristic quality assessment on the 
65.822-acre triangular-shaped (narrow at north end and wide at south end) undeveloped agricultural 
property located at south side of the Village of Belleville, Wisconsin (subject property - See Figure 1). 
The Subject Property is located between South Park Street residential neighborhood on the east and 
Badger State Trail on the west in Belleville, Green County, Wisconsin. The subject site is surrounded by 
existing industrial/commercial development to the north, existing residential to the east, agricultural land 
to the south and Badger State Trail to the west side of the site. 

GEOTHINK, LLC (GEOTHINK) was contracted by Mr. Jeff Linkenheld of ARC Design Inc. (ARC) on 
March 14, 2025, to conduct a wetland delineation and assessment on the Subject Property located at SE ¼ 
of the NW ¼ Section 3, Township 4 North, and Range 8 East. According to the Green County Tax 
Recorders records, the Subject Property contains two parcels, identified as Parcel 1 of 58.47-acres with 
Pin# 2301400170500 and Parcel 2 of 7.35-acres with Pin# 2310602975600. Both parcels are currently 
owned by White Oak Home Builders LLC of747 Gleasman Road, Roscoe, Illinois 61073. 

ARC Design provided GEOTHINK with a preliminary plat of survey and site plan for the proposed 
Badger Trails residential development. The initial plat of survey, site plan and Green County tax recorder 
records for the Subject Property are located in Appendix A. 

The Village of Belleville (Village) Zoning complies with Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources 
Chapter NR 115 Wisconsin's Shoreland Protection Program and Green County Sanitary and Floodplain 
Ordinance (Ordinance) provisions regarding potential site development involving wetland protection and 
setback buffer in Green County. No portions of the Subject Property are currently located within a 
recognized floodplain and floodway areas. Wetland, Soils maps and Floodplain maps for the Subject 
Property are located in Appendix B. 

Wetland scientist Mr. Thomas Mangan conducted a preliminary site visit on March 22, 2025, to locate the 
suspected wetland at the northwest comer of the site. No snow cover was present. Photographs of this 
March site visit and the subsequent wetland delineation site conditions of April 29, 2025, are shown in 
Appendix A. Drought conditions were present on both site visits. 

Historical aerial photos from ERIS confirm the Subject Property has been used for agricultural crop 
production continuously from 1937 to 2024 (see aerial photos in Appendix B). Indications of the soil 
wetness, pooled waters and/or wetland vegetation contrasting to the adjacent dry and wet cropland 
conditions were consistently present in the general location of the Northwest Wetland depression and 
connecting drainage swale in each of the 23 photo years. The aerial photographs document the presence 
of the continuous wetland depression and the drainage swale that runs southeast across the site which 
drains the wetland during wet years. 

GEOTHINK scientist surveyed and flagged the delineated wetland boundary on April 29, 2025. Drought 
conditions prevailed during the site visit and field work. ARC Designs crew subsequently surveyed the 
flagged wetland boundary to accurately determine the size of the delineated wetland on May 6, 2025. 
The ALT A Survey, Site Plan and Grading Plans for the Badger Trail residential development 
incorporating the April 29th GEOTHINK delineated wetland boundary location at the northwest portion of 
the property are presented in Appendix A.

The GEOTHINK site work detennined there is one (I) Northwest Wetland located on the Subject 
Property in a shallow isolated depression adjacent to the western and northwest property lines. This 
mostly Reed Canary Grass (Pha/aris arundinaceae -RCG) wetland meadow and scattered trees and 
shrubs is present outside of the plowed limits of last year's cornfield stubble. The delineated wetland 
covers an area of approximately 74,627 square feet (l.713-acre) and is mostly dominated by RCG with 
shrubs and trees, mostly located along its western boundary with the Badger State trail and just south of 
northern property boundary with an off-site industrial site. See Figure 2 for the wetland location. 

GEOTHINK conducted the tloristic quality assessment on Northwest Wetland and identified a total of 
28 plant species with 16 plant species native to the southern Wisconsin region. The native tloristic quality 
index (FQI) for this isolated wetland was detennined to be approximately 7.6 FQI, which is considered to 
be low quality wetland. This Northwest Wetland is not a "critical" or "high quality" wetland; however, it 
is a protected and regulated wetland per NR 115 - Shoreland Protection Program regulations and the 
Green County Stonn Water and Floodplain Ordinance (Ordinance). See Appendix C for the vegetation 
inventory for the wetland along with the US Anny Corps of Engineers field indicator datasheets for the 
two (2) test pit data points along with site maps showing their sampling locations. 

The proposed Badger Trail future development of the property per ARC Design drawing incorporated 
into an Updated Site Plan in Appendix A (aerial photo) details that no proposed impacts to the Northwest 
Wetland as shown in the site redevelopment and grading plan. Two (2) separate stonn water detention 
basins are proposed at the east-central (low topography) and southeast comers of the site. 

Per Wis Adm Code NR 115.05 -Minimum Zoning Standards for Shorelands-(1) 1. Shoreland setback is a 
setback of 75 feet (native vegetation buffer) from ordinary high-water mark of any navigable 
waters/wetland boundary to nearest part of building or structure shall be required for all buildings 
(maximum). In addition, there is 30-foot no grading zone setback from the delineated wetland boundary. 

The site development plan for Badger Trails Subdivision proposes no wetland impacts to the existing 
1.713-acre Northwest Wetland. 

Currently the Subject Property does not contain water supply wells and none were observed. However, 
according to the ERIS Physical Settings Report (Appendix C), a municipal water well (DNR Wells 
Inventory #BF480) is located on the south end of the site. GEOTHINK and ARC Design staff did not 
observe well structure or equipment, which would have been recorded on AL TA survey, if present. 
Existing municipal sewer and water services are available on the developed residential portion of Green 
View Drive located just east of the Subject Property and the planned subdivision. 

In addition, GEOTHINK also retained ERIS to perfonn a computerized search of the state & federal 
regulatory databases for the Subject Property (in compliance with due diligence Phase I criteria 
recommended by ASTM E 1527-21). The Subject Property is not listed on any state or federal database 
for waste generation, USTs/ASTs, brownfields, dry cleaner, and/or reported chemical spills. UST heating 
oil tank listings at Pauline Fahey 460 S Park St and Pamela Beyer 476 S Park St. both east of the site pose 
no risk (distance and no reported leaks), Francois Oil Sales Warehouse at 202 S Vine St. located directly 
north of the site has listings of RCRA Non-Gen for small volume waste generation and disposal 
(historical) with no reported violations and is not considered a business risk for the Subject Property. 
Several chemical spills occurred southwest of the site across the trail closer to highway CC and posed no 
risk to the Subject Property. A copy of the ERIS radius report (partial) showing pertinent infonnation 
within a one-third, two-third and one-mile radius maps of the pending Badger Trail subdivision site is 
provided in Appendix D.

GEOTHlNK conducted a wetland delineation and floristic quality assessment on the 65.822-acre 
triangular-shaped undeveloped agricultural property located at south side of the Village of Belleville, 
Wisconsin (Subject Property- See Figure 1). 

ARC Design provided GEOTHlNK an Alta survey for the Subject Property along with a legal description 
dated January 8, 2025. A copy of this Alta survey is provided in Appendix A with preliminary layout of 
Badger Trails subdivision. The survey contains I-foot elevation contours that detail that the property 
contains higher surface elevations that range between 866 to 869 feet at the southeast and south-central 
portions of the site, and a higher 865 to 866 feet elevation at the northeast part of the site. An area of 
lower elevation and swale between the north and south portions of the site extends from the west 
boundary at 862 feet near northwest corner (includes Northwest Wetland) and extends southeast to east­
central low topography location of 860 feet elevation. See photographs of site conditions in Appendix A. 

The Subject Property is located at SE ¼ of the NW ¼ Section 3, Township 4 North, and Range 8 East and 
according to the Green County Tax Recorders records, the Subject Property contains two parcels, 
identified as Parcel 1 of 58.47-acres with Pin# 2301400170500 and Parcel 2 of 7.35-acres with Pin # 
2310602975600. Both parcels are currently owned by White Oak Home Builders LLC of 74 7 Gleasman 
Road, Roscoe, Illinois 61073. The Green County tax parcel viewer records for the two parcels of the 
Subject Property are provided in Appendix A. 

The Subject Site has the following coordinates: Latitude: 42.85160215; Longitude: -89.53572167; UTM 
Northing: 4,747,454.77; UTM Easting: 292,815.63; UTM Zone 16T and general elevation of 871 feet. 

1.1 Existing Mapping -NRCS, USFWS and FEMA 

GEOTHINK reviewed the Web Soil Survey soils map and listings for the site as shown in Appendix B. 
The NRCS Web Soil Survey identifies one (1) hydric soil series and three (3) non-hydric soils on the 
Badger Trails site. The hydric soil on the site is the Thackery silt loam, 0-3 % slopes (ThA-poorly 
drained) that is located at the northwest portion of the site where the delineated 1. 713-acre Northwest 
Wetland is present. Festina silt loam, 1-6% slopes, moderately eroded is present across the northern 
quarter of the site east of the wetland and then across most of the southern half of the site, while Ockley 
silt loam 2-6% slopes, moderately eroded (OkB2) covers the narrow central portion of the site and the soil 
Oshtemo loamy sand, 6-12% slopes, moderately eroded (OsC2) is present along a narrow strip at the 
southern property line. 

A series of exploration test pits excavations were conducted by others in the east central portion and in the 
southeast corner of the site at designated locations of proposed storm water detention basins as shown on 
Figure 2. Pits #1 through #4 were placed near the east central portion of site in lower topography area 
designated for detention basin and Geologist Thomas Mangan of GEOTHINK observed these 4 locations 
on April 29, 2025 (pits open to ground surface). Photo #16 in Appendix A shows the Test Pit #1 location 
and site conditions with water table observed 8 to 9 feet below ground in sand and gravel formation. 

The U.S. Fish and Wildlife Services (USFWS) National Wetland Inventory (NWl) Map show a 
freshwater PEM IC classification listing (Palustrine Emergent Wetland (PEM), Broad-leaved deciduous 
(1) and seasonally flooded (C)) on the site as shown in Appendix B. The Wisconsin Department of 
Natural Resources (WDNR) Surface Water Data Viewer shows the same wetland location at the subject 
site classified as El K (Emergent, wet meadow, persistent), as indicated in Appendix B.

The FEMA National Flood Hazard Layer FIRMette map No. 55045C0060G effective 5/18/2009 shows 
the entire Subject Property to be located within a known Minimal Flood Hazard Zone X. The ERIS data 
report shows the Subject Property located on a Flood Hazards Zone map with a risk listing of 0.2% 
Annual Chance Flood Hazard. Both Flood Hazard maps are provided in Appendix B. 

1.2 Historical Aerial Photography -ERIS 

Aerial photographs were available for the twenty-three (23) years of 1937, 1940, 1949, 1955, 1961, 1971, 
1974, 1980, 1987, 1992,2000,2004,2005,2006,2007,2008,2010,2013,2015,2017,2018, 2020,2022 
and 2024 in Table 1 (see ERIS Historical Aerial Photographs in Appendix B). Sources of the aerial 
photographs (1" = 500' scale) are the Agricultural Stabilization & Conservation Service (1937-1955), 
United States Geological Survey ( 1961-2000), United States Department of Agriculture (2004-2022) and 
Maxmar Technologies (2024).

Copies of the Aerial Photographs (17 of23 years selected (2015) due to land use changes) are provided in 
Appendix B. Historical aerial photos from ERIS confirm the Subject Property has been used for 
agricultural crop production continuously from 193 7 to 2024 (see aerial photos in Appendix B). 
Indications of the soil wetness, pooled waters and/or wetland vegetation contrasting to the adjacent dry 
and wet cropland conditions were consistently present in the general location of the on-site Northwest 
Wetland depression and connecting drainage swale in each of the 23 photo years. In general, the 
Northwest Wetland is fed by runoff from the west side of the former railroad tracks (Badger Trail) and 
when the water level in the wetland is sufficient, then excess runoff and sediment flows southeast across a 
swale area to the eastern property line and then flows into an off-site floodplain and wetland complex. 

1.3 Physical Settings Report -ERIS 

GEOTHINK also retained Environmental Risk Information Services (ERIS) to perform a Physical Setting 
Report (PSR) for the Badger Trails parcel dated April 3, 2025. The report provides topographic location 
maps, geological, soils, wetlands, and floodplain maps, and radon information for the site and the map of 
recorded water wells for the Subject Property area through a computerized search of the state & federal 
databases. The PSR report is provided in Appendix C with only pertinent content provided (partial) in 
this wetland assessment report.

The site is underlain by unconsolidated silts, silty clays, sands and gravels atop Ordovician and Cambrian 
age sandstone bedrock contacted 45 to 50 feet below the ground surface elevations that range between 
860 to 869 feet elevation. 

Currently the Subject Property does not contain water supply wells and none were observed. However, 
according to the ERIS Physical Settings Report (Appendix C), a municipal water well (DNR Wells 
Inventory #Bf 480) is located on the south end of the site. GEOTHINK and ARC Design staff did not 
observe well structure or equipment, which would have been recorded on AL TA survey, if present. 

Existing municipal sewer and water services are available on the developed residential portion of Green 
View Drive located just east of the Subject Property and the planned subdivision. 

The Subject Property located in Green County has been identified as Federal EPA Radon Zone 1 for 
Green County with predicted average indoor radon screening levels greater than 4 pCi/L. If futures homes 
in the subdivision have basements built, radon testing should be conducted in the basements, some of 
which will require a Radon mitigation system. 

2.0 DELINEATION METHODOLOGY 

The property was investigated during the current growing season on April 29, 2025, by wetland scientist 
and geologist Mr. Thomas Mangan of GEOTHINK. The wetland delineation was conducted using 
procedures outlined in January 1987 Corps of Engineers' (Corps) Wetland Delineation Manual and the 
updated August 2010 Regional Supplement to the Corps Wetland Delineation Manual: North-Central 
Region and Midwest Region (version 2.0). The Subject site is located close to the boundary between the 
two Corps regions. 

The entire 65.822-acre property was inspected for the presence of wetlands, potential wetlands, or hydric 
soil to be evaluated as part of the investigation. All three Corps criteria of hydric soils, wetland hydrology 
and dominant wetland vegetation had to be met for the specific test pit/sampling point location(s) to be 
considered located in a wetland community and setting. If the inspection revealed that wetland plant 
species comprised more than 50 percent of the plant cover in an area, then the area was further examined 
for field indicators of hydric soil and hydrology. The Corps-accepted field indicators of hydric soil 
include: gleyed and low chroma matrix and mottle colors, and iron and manganese concretions. Necessary 
hydric soil indicators were field verified in the wetland areas. The Corps-approved field indicators of 
hydrology include visual observation or photographic evidence of soil inundation or saturation during the 
growing season, oxidized channels associated with living roots and rhizomes, water marks, drift lines, 
waterborne sediment deposits, water-stained leaves, surface scoured areas and drainage patterns. 

3.0 SITE CONDITIONS April 29, 2025 

Wetland scientist Mr. Thomas Mangan conducted a site visit on April 291h, 2025, during the early 2025 
growing season that was subject to dry and cool conditions. Mr. Mangan's professional resume is 
provided in Appendix D. An ongoing drought was persistent, and no ponded or open waters were 
observed in the low-lying Northwest Wetland nor anywhere else on the Subject Property. The 
depressional area at the northwest corner of the site next to the Badger State Trail was surrounded on 
three sides by the corn stubble from last year's corn crop production and a drainage swale with scattered 
vegetation extended southeast from the wetland to the east boundary. The agricultural field that covers 
over 90 % of the site was not plowed. Vegetation was leafing out on trees and shrubs within and outside 
the wetland area including a corridor of trees and shrubs along the northeast to southwest oriented Badger 
State Trail (western property boundary) as shown in Figure 2.

New growth of reed canary grass (Phalaris arundinacea) was commencing in the wetland including silver 
maple and box elder trees, along with new growth of thistle, black mustard, bluegrass, barnyard grass and 
buttercups with more weedier species beyond the wetland limits. 

Photographs of the site conditions of March 22, 2025, and April 29, 2025, are provided in Appendix A. 
During the March 22nd site visit, standing water was observed in the northern wetland's half as shown on 
Photo #6 and a drainage channel feature in Photo #4 is present near the standing water. Outside of the 
wetland area, the site contains no floodplain, no floodway and/or no open or ponded bodies of water. An 
erosional swale extends from the southeast part of the Northwest wetland and extends southeast to the 
east-central portion of the site's eastern property line. Aerial photographs document this swale as an 
historical drainageway carrying excess runoff waters and sediments from the Northwest wetland to the 
east property line. 

Mr. Mangan observed four (4) separate geotechnical test pits excavations (Pit #I through Pit #4) in the 
east central portion of the site south of the erosional swale feature. The open excavations exposed the 
surficial silt loam soils to a depth of 6 to 8 feet below grade where a water bearing sand and gravelly sand 
layer was observed from 8 to 12 feet deep. See photo #16 that shows excavation Pit #1 in the photolog in 
Appendix A. 

Another group of four exploratory test pits (pit #5 to pit #8) were conducted near the southeast comer of 
the site as shown on the ARC Design site features and wetland limits drawing; however, GEOTHINK did 
not take photographs of these locations. These test pit excavations were conducted to evaluate those two 
areas for stormwater detention basin construction. 

3.1 Wetland Conditions -April 29, 2025 

This wetland delineation methodology relies on three basic parameters including 1) the presence of 
hydrophytic vegetation, 2) hydric soils, and 3) wetland hydrology. In most cases, all three parameters 
must be present before a site qualifies as wetland. The Corps Midwest region data forms were completed 
to document the observed field parameters from sampling points located within the east side of the 
wetland (sampling point TP-A) and east of the wetland in the crop field (sampling point TP-B). The US 
Army Corps Midwest region data forms and descriptions by GEOTHINK staff detailing their locations 
are given in Appendix C. 

GEOTHINK scientist surveyed, staked and pink flagged the delineated wetland boundary on April 291\ 
2025. ARC Design crew subsequently surveyed the flagged wetland boundary on May 5-61\ 2025 to 
accurately determine the size of the delineated wetland. Figure 2 details the locations of these two 
sampling data points. Two points were deemed sufficient for the uniform wetland meadow area. 

Recorded TP-A soil conditions of low chroma 7 .5YR 2.5/1 to 12" and 7.5YR 2.5/2 from 12-19" confirm 
soil is Thackery silt loam (ThA) hydric soil as identified in the soil map report in Appendix B. This 
hydric soil exhibited moist conditions at the deeper level of 12-19" however, no saturation due to drought 
conditions. The soil was pretty uniform low chroma silt with some organics that meets thick dark surface 
(A12 indicator). The data form recorded I primary wetland hydrology indicators inundation based on 
aerial imagery (see aerials in Appendix B), and 3 secondary indicators, saturation visible on aerial 
imagery, geomorphic position (depressional area vs. surrounding higher ground except SE comer) and the 
F AC-Neutral test vegetation results. 
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The TP-A location vegetation observed was the herb stratum dominated (>80%) by FACW indicator reed 
canary grass (Phalaris arundinaceae ), F ACW pink weed (Persicaria pennsylvannica) and lesser amounts 
of FACU thistle (Cirsium arvense) and FAC tall nettle (Urtica gracilis). The hydrophytic wetland 
indicators recorded for this location are Rapid test, dominance> 50% (actual I 00%) and prevalence index 
(2.11) is less than 3.0 threshold. All three (3) wetland criteria have been met, and this TP-A location 
(photo # 9 in Appendix A) is located within the Northwest wetland. 

Recorded TP-B soil conditions of lighter and mottled chroma 7.5YR 3/3 (80%) and 7.5YR 4/6 (20%) to 
12" with a plow line compaction from 8-12" deep. While 7.5YR 2.5/4 (80%) and 7.5YR 3/3 (20%) from 
12-19" confirm soil is (3 l 2B2) Festina silt loam non-hydric soil as identified in the soil map report in 
Appendix B. This upland soil exhibited moist conditions at the deeper level of 12-19" however, no 
saturation. The soil was less uniform and mottled chroma silt does not meet hydric soil indicators. The 
data form recorded no primary wetland hydrology indicators and no secondary indicators. The vegetation 
observed was the herb stratum dominated by UPL com (Zea mays) stubble from 2024 crop, bare ground, 
and lesser amounts FACU thistle (Cirsium arvense), FACW pink weed (Persicariapennsylvannica), UPL 
Black mustard (Brassica nigra) and FAC tall nettle (Urtica gracilis). None of the Corps hydrophytic 
wetland indicators were recorded for this crop field location. This TP-B location (photo # 8 in Appendix 
A) is not located within a wetland. 

Fluorescent pink flagging pins (labeled wetland boundary) and stakes with pink flagging were placed 
around the perimeter of the delineated Northwest wetland that is located in its entirety on the Subject 
Property as shown in Figure 2 and as shown on the ARC Design surveyed drawings in Appendix A. 

There is one (1) contiguous Northwest wetland (isolated, low quality, depressional meadow with 
scattered trees and shrubs wetland) dominated by reed canary grass has been delineated by GEOTHINK 
to be at the northwest portion of the site with an approximate size of 74,627 square feet (1.713 acres) on 
the Subject Property (see Figure 2 and ARC Design Drawings in Appendix A). 
This Northwest wetland is just east of the western property line and the adjacent Badger Trail, just south 
of the northwest comer of the site and is not part of a floodplain. This Northwest Wetland was 
identified and listed in NWI Wetland Mapper as PEMlC and on the WDNR Surface Water data Viewer 
as ElK (See Appendix B) classifications. No other regulated wetlands were identified on the entire site. 

A Floristic Quality Assessment (FQA) was conducted to determine the relative vegetative quality of the 
wetland. Plant species native to the North-Central (USFWS - Region 3) Region are given numerical 
values ( coefficients of conservatism) ranging from O to 10. Plant species that have very specific natural 
communities' rate higher than those tolerant of a wider range of habitat conditions and disturbances. 
Considering the sum of coefficients and the total number of species present, the native mean C-value and 
native FQI values are calculated. These values may be used to compare the relative quality of a given 
area. A wetland is considered a High-Quality Aquatic Resource if the plant community has a native mean 
C-value of 3.5 or higher and a native FQI value of20.0 or higher. 

GEOTHINK conducted the tloristic quality assessment on Northwest Wetland using the Universal FQA 
website and applying the 2017 WDNR NCNE wetland region listings. The FQA identified a total of 28 
plant species with 16 plant species (57%) native to the south-central Wisconsin region. The native 
floristic quality index (FQI) for this isolated wetland was determined to be approximately 7.6 FQI, with a 
total FQI of 5.8, and a native C-value of 1.9, which indicates this is a low-quality wetland per the 
Midwest region (see FQI sheets in Appendix C). This Northwest Wetland is not a "critical" or "high 
quality" wetland community. However, it is a protected and regulated wetland per the Chapter NR 115 
Wisconsin's Shoreland Protection Program and Green County Floodplain Ordinance (Ordinance) 
provisions regarding pending site development involving wetland protection and setback buffer distances. 
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3.2 Wetlands Regulatory Jurisdiction and Buffers 
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The Badger Trails Subdivision future development of the Subject Property proposes no direct or indirect 
impacts to the 1.71-acre Northwest Wetland. No wetland permit is required from the WDNR if there are 
no development impacts to this wetland. This wetland is regulated and protected by the WDNR. 

The proposed Badger Trails Subdivision development of the Subject Property per ARC Design drawings 
provided in Appendix A show no wetland impacts and incorporate per Wis Adm Code NR 115.05 -
Minimum Zoning Standards for Shorelands-(I) I. Shoreland setback is a setback of75 feet from ordinary 
high-water mark of any navigable waters or wetlands to nearest part of building or structure shall be 
required for all buildings (maximum). This buffer zone would have no structures and likely be planted 
with native prairie forbs, grasses and select oak-hickory tree species. A 30-foot no grading zone is to be 
established around the wetland boundary. See proposed buffer zones around the Northwest Wetland in 
the ARC Design drawings in Appendix A. 

4.0 ENVIRONMENTAL DATABASE -SITE RISK ASSESSMENT 

GEOTHINK also retained Environmental Risk Information Services (ERIS) to perform a computerized 
search of the state & federal regulatory databases recommended by ASTM E 1527-21 (Phase I Due 
Diligence requirement) for the Badger Trails site and immediate surrounding areas that could pose a 
business risk impact to the future subdivision development. However, only the listings for the Subject 
Property and its adjoining & surrounding properties were considered as pertinent to this Wetland 
Assessment project, based on risk-based factors. A copy of the ERIS radius map report showing pertinent 
information within a one-third mile, two-third mile and one-mile radius maps of the pending Badger Trail 
Subdivision site is provided in Appendix D. 

4.1 Subject Property Listings 

No listings were identified by the ERIS database searches for the Subject Property. 

The Subject Property is not listed on any state or federal database for waste generation, USTs/ASTs, 
brownfields, dry cleaner, and/or reported chemical spills. See Executive Summary ERIS Database Search 
in Appendix D that documents no subject site listings on state and federal databases per April 3, 2025. 

4.2 Adjoining & Surrounding Property Listings 

No listings were identified by the ERIS database searches for adjoining and surrounding properties next 
to the 65.822-acre parcel. However, the Francois Oil Sales Warehouse at 202 S Vine Street is actually 
directly north of the Subject Property as shown on the GEOTHINK modified ERIS Map: 0.375 Mile 
Radius (one-third mile) in Appendix D. Francois Oil Sales Warehouse at 202 S Vine St. located directly 
north of the site has listings of RCRA Non-Gen for small volume waste generation and disposal 
(historical) with no reported violations and is not considered a business risk for the Subject Property. 

UST heating oil tank listings at residences Pauline Fahey 460 S Park St and Pamela Beyer 476 S Park St. 
both east of the site pose no risk (distance and no reported leaks) to Subject Property. 

Several chemical spills occurred southwest of the site across the Badger Trail closer to county highway 
CC and posed no risk to the Subject Property due to distance and cleanup performed ( case closed). 
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5.0 CONCLUSIONS 
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There is one (]) contiguous Northwest wetland (isolated, low quality, depressional meadow with 
scattered trees and shrubs wetland) dominated by reed canary grass has been delineated by GEOTHINK 
to be at the northwest portion of the site with an approximate size of 74,627 square feet (1.713 acres) on 
the Subject Property (see Figure 2 and ARC Design Drawings in Appendix A). 

GEOTHINK conducted the floristic quality assessment on Northwest Wetland and identified a total of 
28 plant species with I 6 plant species native to the southern Wisconsin region. The native floristic quality 
index (FQI) for this isolated wetland was determined to be approximately 7.6 FQI, which is considered to 
be low quality wetland. This Northwest Wetland is not a "critical" or "high quality" wetland; however, it 
is a protected and regulated wetland per NR 115 - Shoreland Protection Program regulations and the 
Green County Storm Water and Floodplain Ordinance (Ordinance). 

The proposed Badger Trail future development of the property per ARC Design drawing incorporated 
into an Updated Site Plan in Appendix A (aerial photo) details that no proposed impacts to the 
Northwest Wetland as shown in the site redevelopment and grading plan. Two (2) separate storm water 
detention basins are proposed at the east-central (low topography) and southeast comers of the site. 

Per Wis Adm Code NR 1 I 5 .05 -Minimum Zoning Standards for Shorelands-( 1) 1. Shore land setback is a 
setback of 75 feet (native vegetation buffer) from ordinary high-water mark of any navigable 
waters/wetland boundary to nearest part of building or structure shall be required for all buildings 
(maximum). In addition, there is 30-foot no grading zone setback from the delineated wetland boundary. 

The Subject Property is not listed on any state or federal database for waste generation, USTs/ASTs, 
brownfields, dry cleaner, and/or reported chemical spills. See Executive Summary ERIS Database Search 
in Appendix D that documents no subject site listings on state and federal databases per April 3, 2025.

Looking southeast 
from this suspected depression wetland meadow dominated by Reed Canary grass (Phalaris 
arundinacea) across the ag field to the tree line in the background that marks the eastern boundary.
